OTHER THAN 2 BAPTISMS (JEW AND GENTILE), ONLY OTHER WAY TO GET INDWELLING WAS THE LAYING ON OF THE APOSTLES’ HANDS:

Acts 6:5-6 Philip was one of the seven set before the apostles and had hands laid on them.  He is the evangelist sent to Samaria (Acts 8:5-19 and 21:8)

Acts 8:5-19 Philip had Holy Ghost (v.6-7,13), but could not give it to others (v.14-16)

Acts 8:14-19 Apostles were sent to lay their hands on people so they could receive the Holy Ghost

I Tim 4:14 Timothy got the gift of the Holy Ghost by the laying on of hands of the elders

II Tim 1:6 Timothy got the gift of God by the putting on of Paul’s hands (an apostle)

PURPOSE OF MIRACULOUS GIFTS OF HOLY SPIRIT WAS CONFIRMATION OF THE WORD OF GOD:

Mark 16:20 They went everywhere confirming the word with signs following

John 20:30-31 That we might believe

I Cor 1:4-7 Testimony of Christ was confirmed in them in all utterance and all knowledge

John 8:24 believe Jesus is the Christ or die in sins

-2:37-38,41,47 believe, repent, and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for remission of sins-the baptized were added to the church

-6:7 be obedient to the faith

-8:5-13 believe and be baptized

-8:26-39 hear, believe, confess Christ is God’s Son, be baptized in water-rejoicing occurred only after final step

-9:1-18 & 22:1-16 must(9:6) be baptized immediately to wash away sin

-9:32-35 turn to the Lord

-9:36-42 believe in the Lord

-10:47-48 be baptized (commanded-with water) in the name of the Lord

-11:19-21 believe and turn to the Lord

-13:48 believe the word of the Lord

-14:22 continue in the faith

-16:13-15 hear, believe, and be baptized-judged to be faithful after did all these

-16:22-34 hear, believe on the Lord Jesus, repent(washed stripes), and be baptized immediately

-17:34 believe

-18:8 hear, believe, and be baptized

-19:1-6 believe on and be baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus

-26:20 repent and turn to God and do works fit for those who have repented

WHAT MUST I DO TO BE SAVED?  

Answered three times and three different ways in New Testament:

1.  Jews on the Day of Pentecost-Acts 2:37-38-REPENT and BE IMMERSED for the remission of sins.  They had already BELIEVED but they were not yet saved!

2.  Saul of Tarsus-Acts 9 and Acts 22-BE IMMERSED and wash away thy sins.  He had already BELIEVED and REPENTED (Act 9:,11) but was still in sin!

3.  Philippian Jailer-Acts 16:30-33-BELIEVE on the Lord Jesus and thou shalt be saved.  They then spake the word of the Lord unto him (so he could believe-Rom 10:17).  The jailer then REPENTED (washed their stripes) and WAS BAPTIZED...immediately.  Why baptized?  For same reason as Jews and Saul-remission of sins or to wash away sins-God no respecter of persons-Acts 10:34.

Summary:  1.  Unbeliever (jailer)-Must be preached to so he can have faith (believe), then repent and be baptized.  2.  Believer (Jews on Pentecost)-Told to repent and be baptized for remission of sins.  3.  Believer that is penitent (Saul)-Told to be baptized and wash away sins.  Given different answers because they were at different places on road to salvation.

SUMMARY: TO BE SAVED AND HAVE YOUR SINS FORGIVEN AND BE ADDED TO THE LORD'S CHURCH YOU MUST OBEY HIS WORDS, AS THE EXAMPLES DID: HEAR, BELIEVE, REPENT, CONFESS CHRIST, BE BAPTIZED!

James 1:25 stay in the perfect law (don't go outside) and you will be blessed

prove all things, hold fast the good

1Tim. 1:8
must use the law lawfully

Titus 1:9 hold fast to the word as God it is (as taught in NT)

Acts 2:42 stay in the apostles' doctrine

2 John 9-11 if go beyond and don't stay in the doctrine of Christ, don't have God

Romans 16:17 have nothing to do with those that teach anything different from the Bible

2 Thes 2:15 stand fast in and hold to the word of God and examples in the Bible

Deut 4:2, 12:32 adding or subtracting from God's commands is not keeping them

Proverbs 30:5-6 adding or subtracting from God's commands is not keeping them

Numbers 24:13 man must not do what he thinks is right but obey God's commands

Rev 22:18-19 if add to God's word, God will curse. If take away from God's words, He will take your name out of the book of life

Mat 15:9, Titus 1:14 commands of men are useless and will turn you away from God's truth

Such as: Faith only saves you-directly conflicts God's word (James 2:24).  Baptism does not save-directly conflicts God's word (1 Peter 3:21, Acts 22:16, Acts 2:38, 1 Cor 12:13, Gal 3:27, etc.)
